Introduction

This is the first of a four-part Bible studies on the Godhead. Made up of
three distinct Eternal Persons, the Godhead is revealed throughout the
Old and New Testament Scriptures.

The Father is one of these distinct Eternal Persons. You will learn about
Him in this first study. The other three parts present evidence on, (1)
Christ, the Father’s representative and self-existent Divine Saviour of
the world; (2) the Holy Spirit, Christ’s Representative and Successor;
and finally (3) Scriptures where the Three Persons of the Godhead are
mentioned together, and considering how the Bible can accurately say
“Our God 1s One.”

Unless otherwise indicated, all Scriptures are taken from the KJV. In my
personal study I use the NKJV for readability, but since this began as a
study of Ellen White's writings, and she primarily used the KJV, I
exclusively use that version in most of this series of Bible studies.

I let the Scriptures speak for themselves, sharing limited commentary
and a few relevant quotations. In a few cases, I cite outside authorities
for helpful clarification on some aspects of the Godhead.

I also provide the Scriptures instead of just references to the Scriptures.
Many people will see these studies on their phones and may not have
access to a Bible at the time, or would not be willing to go to the trouble
to look them up. Accordingly I am trying to make it easier for them to
study.

These studies are the result of three years of careful study of the Bible,
the writings of Ellen White, and other authors on the subject. To date,
more than 1,500 pages of quotations have been collected from the
writings of Ellen White on the subject.

In these studies there is some duplication of texts.

The Mysterious, Glorious, Godhead of the Father

The Godhead is a mystery.

Job 11:7-9 “Canst thou by searching find out God? canst thou find out
the Almighty unto perfection? 8 It is as high as heaven; what canst thou
do? deeper than hell; what canst thou know? 9 The measure thereof is
longer than the earth, and broader than the sea.”

1 Timothy 3:16 “And without controversy great is the mystery of
godliness: God was manifest in the flesh, justified in the Spirit, seen of
angels, preached unto the Gentiles, believed on in the world, received up
into glory.”

Deuteronomy 29:29 “The secret things belong unto the LORD our God:
but those things which are revealed belong unto us and to our children
for ever, that we may do all the words of this law.”

The Father 1s one of three Persons who make up the
Godhead.

*Matthew 28:19 “Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them
in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost.”1

The works of creation prove the existence, glory, wisdom
and power of the Father.

*Psalms 19:1-3 “The heavens declare the glory of God; and the firma-
ment sheweth his handywork. 2 Day unto day uttereth speech, and night
unto night sheweth knowledge. 3 There is no speech nor language,
where their voice is not heard.”

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The Attributes of the Father

The Father is eternal.

*Deuteronomy 33:27 “The eternal God is thy refuge, and underneath are
the everlasting arms.”

*Psalms 90:1-2 “Lord, thou hast been our dwelling place in all
generations. 2 Before the mountains were brought forth, or ever thou
hadst formed the earth and the world, even from everlasting to
everlasting, thou art God.”

Psalms 93:2 “Thy throne is established of old: thou art from
everlasting.”

*Isaiah 57:15 “For thus saith the high and lofty One that inhabiteth
eternity, whose name is Holy.”

Revelation 1:8 “I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the ending,
saith the Lord, which is, and which was, and which is to come, the
Almighty.”

The Father 1s self-existent.

*Exodus 3:14 “And God said unto Moses, I Am that I Am: and he said,
Thus shalt thou say unto the children of Israel, I Am hath sent me unto

you.

*John 5:26 “For as the Father hath life in himself; so hath he given to
the Son to have life in himself.”

The Father 1s sovereign.

Psalms 24:1 “The earth is the Lord's, and the fulness thereof; the world,
and they that dwell therein.”

*Psalms 103:19 “The Lord hath prepared his throne in the heavens; and
his kingdom ruleth over all.”

Psalms 135:6 “Whatsoever the Lord pleased, that did he in heaven, and
in earth, in the seas, and all deep places.”

Proverbs 21:1 “The king's heart is in the hand of the Lord, as the rivers
of water: he turneth it whithersoever he will.”

1 Chronicles 29:11-12 “Thine, O Lord, is the greatness, and the power,
and the glory, and the victory, and the majesty: for all that is in the
heaven and in the earth is thine; thine 1s the kingdom, O Lord, and thou
art exalted as head above all.

The Father 1s present everywhere (omnipresent).

* Psalms 11:4 “The Lord is in his holy temple, the Lord's throne is in
heaven: his eyes behold, his eyelids try, the children of men.”

*Psalms 139:7-10 “Whither shall I go from thy spirit? or whither shall I
flee from thy presence? 8 If I ascend up into heaven, thou art there: if |
make my bed in hell, behold, thou art there. 9 If I take the wings of the
morning, and dwell in the uttermost parts of the sea; 10 Even there shall
thy hand lead me, and thy right hand shall hold me.”

Isa. 66:1 “Thus saith the Lord, The heaven is my throne, and the earth is
my footstool.”

Jeremiah 23:24 “Can any hide himself in secret places that I shall not
see him? saith the Lord. Do not I fill heaven and earth? saith the Lord.”

The Father 1s all powerful (omnipotent).

*Daniel 4:17,25,35 “This matter is by the decree of the watchers, and
the demand by the word of the holy ones: to the intent that the living
may know that the most High ruleth in the kingdom of men, and giveth
it to whomsoever he will, and setteth up over it the basest of men. ... 25
That they shall drive thee from men, and thy dwelling shall be with the
beasts of the field, and they shall make thee to eat grass as oxen, and
they shall wet thee with the dew of heaven, and seven times shall pass
over thee, till thou know that the most High ruleth in the kingdom of
men, and giveth it to whomsoever he will. ... 35 ‘And all the inhabitants
of the earth are reputed as nothing: and he doeth according to his will in
the army of heaven, and among the inhabitants of the earth: and none
can stay his hand, or say unto him, What doest thou?’”
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*Matthew 19:26 “But Jesus beheld them, and said unto them, With men
this is impossible; but with God all things are possible.”

Revelation 19:6 “And I heard as it were the voice of a great multitude,
and as the voice of many waters, and as the voice of mighty thunderings,
saying, Alleluia: for the Lord God omnipotent reigneth.”

The Father 1s unchanging (immutable).

Psalms 33:11 “The counsel of the Lord standeth for ever, the thoughts of
his heart to all generations.”

*Malachi 3:6 “For I am the Lord, I change not.”

Hebrews 6:17 “Wherein God, willing more abundantly to shew unto the
heirs of promise the immutability of his counsel, confirmed it by an
oath.”

*James 1:17 “Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and
cometh down from the Father of lights, with whom is no variableness,
neither shadow of turning.”

The Father 1s all knowing (omniscient).

*Job 37:16 “Dost thou know the balancings of the clouds, the wondrous
works of him which is perfect in knowledge?”

*Psalms 147:5 “Great 1s our Lord, and of great power: his understanding
is infinite.”

*Isaiah 46:9-10 “Remember the former things of old: for I am God, and
there 1s none else; I am God, and there is none like me, 10 Declaring the
end from the beginning, and from ancient times the things that are not

yet done, saying, My counsel shall stand, and I will do all my pleasure.”

Jeremiah 17:10 “I the Lord search the heart, I try the reins, even to give
every man according to his ways, and according to the fruit of his
doings.”

*Romans 11:33-34 “O the depth of the riches both of the wisdom and
knowledge of God! how unsearchable are his judgments, and his ways

past finding out! 34 For who hath known the mind of the Lord? or who
hath been his counsellor?”

Hebrews 4:13 “Neither is there any creature that is not manifest in his
sight: but all things are naked and opened unto the eyes of him with
whom we have to do.”

1 John 3:20 “For if our heart condemn us, God is greater than our heart,
and knoweth all things.”
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The Father 1s all good.

Matthew 19:17 “And he said unto him, Why callest thou me good? there
1s none good but one, that is, God.”

James 1:17 “Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and
cometh down from the Father of lights, with whom is no variableness,
neither shadow of turning.”

*1 John 1:5 “This then is the message which we have heard of him, and
declare unto you, that God is light, and in him is no darkness at all.”

The Father is infinite in love.

*John 3:16 “For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten
Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have
everlasting life.”

*Romans 5:8 “But God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while
we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.”

*1 John 4:8 “He that loveth not knoweth not God; for God is love.”

1 John 4:9 “In this was manifested the love of God toward us, because
that God sent his only begotten Son into the world, that we might live
through him.”

The Father is merciful.

*Exodus 34:6-7 “And the Lord passed by before him, and proclaimed,
The Lord, The Lord God, merciful and gracious, longsuffering, and
abundant in goodness and truth, 7 Keeping mercy for thousands,
forgiving iniquity and transgression and sin, and that will by no means
clear the guilty; visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children, and
upon the children's children, unto the third and to the fourth generation.”

*Psalms 103:11 “For as the heaven 1s high above the earth, so great is
his mercy toward them that fear him.”

Luke 6:35-36 “But love ye your enemies, and do good, and lend, hoping
for nothing again; and your reward shall be great, and ye shall be the
children of the Highest: for he is kind unto the unthankful and to the
evil. 36 Be ye therefore merciful, as your Father also is merciful.”

*Ephesians 2:4-8 “But God, who is rich in mercy, for his great love
wherewith he loved us, 5 Even when we were dead in sins, hath
quickened us together with Christ, (by grace ye are saved;) 6 And hath
raised us up together, and made us sit together in heavenly places in
Christ Jesus: 7 That in the ages to come he might shew the exceeding
riches of his grace in his kindness toward us through Christ Jesus. 8 For
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by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the
gift of God.”

The Father and Creation

The Father was involved in creation.
Genesis 1:1 “In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth.”

*Ephesians 3:9 “And to make all men see what is the fellowship of the
mystery, which from the beginning of the world hath been hid in God,
who created all things by Jesus Christ.”

*Hebrews 1:2 “Hath in these last days spoken unto us by his Son, whom
he hath appointed heir of all things, by whom also he made the worlds.”

The Personhood of the Father

The Father 1s a person.

Psalms 139:14-17 (NKJV) “I will praise You, for I am fearfully and
wonderfully made; Marvelous are Your works, And that my soul knows
very well. 15 My frame was not hidden from You, When I was made in
secret, And skillfully wrought in the lowest parts of the earth. 16 Your
eyes saw my substance, being yet unformed. And in Your book they all
were written, The days fashioned for me, When as yet there were none
of them. 17 How precious also are Your thoughts to me, O God! How
great is the sum of them!”

*Matthew 6:9 “After this manner therefore pray ye: Our Father which
art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name.”

John 20:17 “Jesus saith unto her, Touch me not; for I am not yet
ascended to my Father: but go to my brethren, and say unto them, I
ascend unto my Father, and your Father; and to my God, and your God.”

The Father's Name

The Father is known by many names, as indicated in the
following sampling of names that refer to God.

Daniel 9:4 “And I prayed unto the Lord (YHWH=Lord, emphasizing
faithfulness) my God (‘elohiym=God, speaking of His power), and made
my confession, and said, O Lord (‘Adonay=Lord as almighty master),
the great and dreadful God (‘e/=God, speaking of His power), keeping

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the covenant and mercy to them that love him, and to them that keep his
commandments.”

Genesis 14:18-20 “And Melchizedek king of Salem brought forth bread
and wine: and he was the priest of the most high (‘elyown=Most high)
God (‘el=God, speaking of His exalted status). 19 And he blessed him,
and said, Blessed be Abram of the most high (‘elyown=Most high) God
(‘el=God, speaking of His exalted status), possessor of heaven and
earth: 20 And blessed be the most high (‘elyown=Most high) God
(‘el=God, speaking of His exalted status), which hath delivered thine
enemies into thy hand. And he gave him tithes of all.”

Isaiah 6:1 In the year that king Uzziah died I saw also the Lord
(Adonay=Lord as almighty master) sitting upon a throne, high and lifted
up, and his train filled the temple.”

Exodus 6:3 “And I appeared unto Abraham, unto Isaac, and unto Jacob,
by the name of God Almighty (“‘el Shadday=God almighty), but by my
name Jehovah (YHWH, emphasizing faithfulness) was I not known to
them.” (Christ 1s speaking, but the Father and Christ share this name.)

Exodus 3:14 “And God (“‘elohiym=God, speaking of power) said unto
Moses, | Am that I Am (hayah hayah=I am who I am, speaking of His
unchangeableness): and he said, Thus shalt thou say unto the children of
Israel, I Am hath sent me unto you.”

God is also referred to as “Father” in numerous Scriptures.

*Deuteronomy 32:6 “Do ye thus requite the Lord, O foolish people and
unwise? 1s not he thy father that hath bought thee? hath he not made
thee, and established thee?”

Isaiah 63:16 “Doubtless thou art our father, though Abraham be ignorant
of us, and Israel acknowledge us not: thou, O Lord, art our father, our
redeemer; thy name is from everlasting.”

Matthew 5:16 “Let your light so shine before men, that they may see
your good works, and glorify your Father which is in heaven.”

*Matthew 6:9 “After this manner therefore pray ye: Our Father which
art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name.”

Matthew 7:11 “If ye then, being evil, know how to give good gifts unto
your children, how much more shall your Father which is in heaven give
good things to them that ask him?”’

John 5:30 “I can of mine own self do nothing: as I hear, I judge: and my
judgment is just; because I seek not mine own will, but the will of the
Father which hath sent me.”

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*Romans 8:15 “For ye have not received the spirit of bondage again to
fear; but ye have received the Spirit of adoption, whereby we cry, Abba,
Father.”

God’s people, and groups of people, are referred to as
“sons,” “daughters,” and His “children.”

*Exodus 4:22 “And thou shalt say unto Pharaoh, Thus saith the Lord,
Israel 1s my son, even my firstborn.”

Deuteronomy 32:19 “And when the Lord saw it, he abhorred them,
because of the provoking of his sons, and of his daughters.”

Hosea 11:1 “When Israel was a child, then I loved him, and called my
son out of Egypt.”

*2 Corinthians 6:18 “And will be a Father unto you, and ye shall be my
sons and daughters, saith the Lord Almighty.”

The Father's Love for Humankind

The Father sought to be in relationship with humankind.

*Genesis 1:26 “And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our
likeness.”

Deuteronomy 7:7-8 “The Lord did not set his love upon you, nor choose
you, because ye were more in number than any people; for ye were the
fewest of all people: 8 But because the Lord loved you, and because he
would keep the oath which he had sworn unto your fathers, hath the
Lord brought you out with a mighty hand, and redeemed you out of the
house of bondmen, from the hand of Pharaoh king of Egypt."

*Jeremiah 31:3 “The Lord hath appeared of old unto me, saying, Yea, |
have loved thee with an everlasting love: therefore with lovingkindness
have I drawn thee.”

John 3:16 “For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten
Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have
everlasting life.”

1 John 4:19 “We love him, because he first loved us.”

The Father represented Himself through Christ.

*John 1:14 “And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and
we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full
of grace and truth.”

*John 1:18 “No man hath seen God at any time; the only begotten Son,

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which 1s in the bosom of the Father, he hath declared him.”

John 6:38 “For I came down from heaven, not to do mine own will, but
the will of him that sent me.”

John 14:6-11 “Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life:
no man cometh unto the Father, but by me. 7 If ye had known me, ye
should have known my Father also: and from henceforth ye know him,
and have seen him. 8 Philip saith unto him, Lord, shew us the Father,
and 1t sufficeth us. 9 Jesus saith unto him, Have I been so long time with
you, and yet hast thou not known me, Philip? he that hath seen me hath
seen the Father; and how sayest thou then, Shew us the Father? 10
Believest thou not that I am in the Father, and the Father in me? the
words that I speak unto you I speak not of myself: but the Father that
dwelleth in me, he doeth the works. 11 Believe me that I am in the
Father, and the Father in me: or else believe me for the very works'
sake.”

John 17:4-6 “I have glorified thee on the earth: I have finished the work
which thou gavest me to do. 5 And now, O Father, glorify thou me with
thine own self with the glory which I had with thee before the world
was. 6 | have manifested thy name unto the men which thou gavest me
out of the world: thine they were, and thou gavest them me; and they
have kept thy word.”

John 17:25-26 “O righteous Father, the world hath not known thee: but I
have known thee, and these have known that thou hast sent me. 26 And 1
have declared unto them thy name, and will declare it: that the love
wherewith thou hast loved me may be in them, and I in them.”

*Hebrews 1:2-3 “Hath in these last days spoken unto us by his Son,
whom he hath appointed heir of all things, by whom also he made the
worlds; 3 Who being the brightness of his glory, and the express image
of his person, and upholding all things by the word of his power, when
he had by himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the
Majesty on high.”

The Father and the Covenant

The Father made wonderful promises (covenants).

*Genesis 3:15 “And I will put enmity between thee and the woman, and
between thy seed and her seed; it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt
bruise his heel.”

Genesis 9:8-15 “And God spake unto Noah, and to his sons with him,
saying, 9 And I, behold, I establish my covenant with you, and with your

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seed after you; 10 And with every living creature that is with you, of the
fowl, of the cattle, and of every beast of the earth with you; from all that
go out of the ark, to every beast of the earth. 11 And I will establish my
covenant with you; neither shall all flesh be cut off any more by the
waters of a flood; neither shall there any more be a flood to destroy the
earth. 12 And God said, This is the token of the covenant which I make
between me and you and every living creature that is with you, for
perpetual generations: 13 I do set my bow in the cloud, and it shall be
for a token of a covenant between me and the earth. 14 And it shall come
to pass, when I bring a cloud over the earth, that the bow shall be seen in
the cloud: 15 And I will remember my covenant, which is between me
and you and every living creature of all flesh; and the waters shall no
more become a flood to destroy all flesh.”

*Genesis 12:1-3 “Now the Lord had said unto Abram, Get thee out of
thy country, and from thy kindred, and from thy father's house, unto a
land that I will shew thee: 2 And I will make of thee a great nation, and I
will bless thee, and make thy name great; and thou shalt be a blessing: 3
And I will bless them that bless thee, and curse him that curseth thee:
and in thee shall all families of the earth be blessed.”

*Jeremiah 31:33 “But this shall be the covenant that I will make with the
house of Israel; After those days, saith the Lord, I will put my law in
their inward parts, and write it in their hearts; and will be their God, and
they shall be my people.”

*Hebrews 8:10 “For this is the covenant that I will make with the house
of Israel after those days, saith the Lord; I will put my laws into their
mind, and write them in their hearts: and I will be to them a God, and
they shall be to me a people.”

The Father commands our worship.

*Exodus 20:3-6 “Thou shalt have no other gods before me. 4 Thou shalt
not make unto thee any graven image, or any likeness of any thing that
1s in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water
under the earth: 5 Thou shalt not bow down thyself to them, nor serve
them: for I the Lord thy God am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of
the fathers upon the children unto the third and fourth generation of
them that hate me; 6 And shewing mercy unto thousands of them that
love me, and keep my commandments.”

Exodus 34:14 “For thou shalt worship no other god: for the Lord, whose
name is Jealous, is a jealous God.”

Deuteronomy 5:29 “O that there were such an heart in them, that they
would fear me, and keep all my commandments always, that it might be
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well with them, and with their children for ever!”

*Deuteronomy 6:5 “And thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thine
heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy might.”

Deuteronomy 10:20-21 “Thou shalt fear the Lord thy God; him shalt
thou serve, and to him shalt thou cleave, and swear by his name. 21 He
is thy praise, and he is thy God, that hath done for thee these great and
terrible things, which thine eyes have seen.”

A Few Quotations

God always has been.

“God always has been. He is the great I AM. The psalmist declares,
‘Before the mountains were brought forth, or ever Thou hadst formed
the earth and the world, even from everlasting to everlasting Thou art
God.’ [Psalm 90:2.] He is the high and lofty One that inhabiteth eternity.
‘I am the Lord, I change not,” He declares. [Isaiah 57:15; Malachi 3:6.]
With Him there 1s no variableness, neither shadow of turning. He is ‘the
same yesterday, today, and forever.’ [James 1:17; Hebrews 13:8.] He is
infinite and omnipresent. No words of ours can describe His greatness
and majesty.” White, Manuscript 132, 1903.35.

The Father cannot be fully understood.

“We can never by searching find out God. He does not lay open his
plans to prying, inquisitive minds. We must not attempt to lift with
presumptuous hand the curtain behind which he veils his majesty. ... No
mortal mind can penetrate the secrecy in which the Mighty One dwells
and works. We can comprehend no more of his dealings with us and the
motives that actuate him than he sees fit to reveal. He orders everything
in righteousness, and we are not to be dissatisfied and distrustful, but to
bow in reverent submission. He will reveal to us as much of his purposes
as it is for our good to know; and beyond that we must trust the hand
that 1s omnipotent, the heart that is full of love.” White, Review and
Herald, April 7, 1885, par. 12.

The Father is a person.

“God is a spirit; yet He is a personal being, for man was made in His
image. As a personal being, God has revealed Himself in His Son. Jesus,
the outshining of the Father’s glory, “and the express image of His
person” (Hebrews 1:3), was on earth found in fashion as a man.” White,
Education, 131.6.
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The Father represented Himself through Christ.

“Christ, the outshining of the Father’s glory, came to the world as its
light. He came to represent God to men, and of Him it is written that He
was anointed ‘with the Holy Ghost and with power,” and ‘went about
doing good.’ Acts 10:38.” White, Christ Object Lessons, 416.2.

After the fall, all communication came through Christ.

“After the transgression of Adam, the Lord spoke no longer directly with
man; the human race was given into the hands of Christ, and all
communication came through him to the world.” White, Review and
Herald, November 28, 1893, par. 4.

The Father revealed His Love through Christ.

“The atonement of Christ was not made in order to induce God to love
those whom he otherwise hated; it was not made to produce a love that
was not in existence; but it was made as a manifestation of the love that
was already in God’s heart, an exponent of the divine favor in the sight
of heavenly intelligences, in the sight of worlds unfallen, and in the sight
of a fallen race.” White, Signs of the Times, May 30, 1895, par. 6.

The Father suffered and gave Himself with Christ.

“Christ submitted to crucifixion, although the heavenly host could have
delivered Him. The angels suffered with Christ. God Himself was
crucified with Christ; for Christ was one with the Father.” White, Bible
Echo, August 6, 1894, par. 5.

“That this redemption might be ours, God withheld not even the
sacrifice of Himself. He gave Himself in His Son. The Father suffered
with Christ in all His humiliation and agony. He suffered as He saw the
Son of His love despised and rejected by those whom He came to
elevate, ennoble, and save. He saw Him hanging upon the cross, mocked
and jeered at by the passers by, and He hid as it were His face from Him.
He saw Christ bearing the sin of the world and dying in the sinner’s
stead.” White, Manuscript 21, 1900.11.
